You can install ACTF Visualization SDK by using Eclipse Update mechanism.

Step 2: Type ACTF update-site URL (http://download.eclipse.org/technology/actf/1.5/update-site) into “Work

Step 3: Select ACTF Visualization SDK, and press Next button. Then, please follow instruction of the update

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3. Download miChecker source code 
 

1. Download zipped Team Project Set file for miChecker.

2. Unzip the downloaded file and import Team Project Set file (miChecker.psf) from Eclipse's 'File' -> 'Import' 

-> 'Team' -> 'Team Project Set' menu. 

 

 
 

4. Launch miChecker 
Select and open “org.eclipse.actf.examples.michecker” project. 

 

 
 

Then, select (double click) miChecker.product file and open it in a product editor. In the editor, select 'Launch 

an Eclipse Application' under 'Testing' section.

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5. Install internationalization packages 
 

By installing internationalization packages from Eclipse Babel project, we can internationalize some portions of 

miChecker UI. 

 

a. Download appropriate language pack from URL below 

（For example, BabelLanguagePack-eclipse-ja_4.5.0.v***.zip for Japanese）

b. Unzip the zip file and copy two foldes (plugins and features) into your Eclipse’s dropins folder. 

 

c. Restart your Eclipse and then launch miChecker. 

 

 

6. Build miChecker 
Select and open “org.eclipse.actf.examples.michecker” project as in step 4.  

Open an export product wizard by selecting 'Eclipse product export wizard' under 'Exporting' section and 

follow the wizard.
